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Academic and Student Services

ACADEMIC ADVISING

Students are assigned faculty advisors upon admission. Although students are
responsible for completing degree requirements, advisors are available to support
scholarly endeavors. Course registration takes place in the advisors’ offices and
requires interaction with students. Students should arrange to meet with their
advisors during the registration period, typically during the advisors’ office hours.

DEGREE APPLICATIONS

Candidates must contact the chairperson of the department in which they are majoring
and minoring to have their academic records evaluated for compliance with degree
requirements in their major and minor . This should be attained during the semester
prior to the one in which the degree is to be awarded. Undergraduate applications are
presented to the Office of the Registrar. Graduate applications are presented to the
Graduate Office. Each candidate, undergraduate and graduate must make an application
for a degree. Each must pay a graduation fee.

GRADUATION APPLICATION DEADLINE

Undergraduate applications for graduation are due in the bookstore by the following
dates:

March 1, 2010 is the deadline for May 2010 graduation

June 15, 2010 is the deadline for August 2010 graduation

October 1, 2010 is the deadline for December 2009 graduation

Graduate School graduation applications are due in the Graduate School office by the
due dates. A late fee of $25.00 will be charged for Graduate School graduation
applications received after the deadline.

ACCESS TO RECORDS

An amendment to the General Education Provisions Act limits access to information
contained in student’s educational files to the student and to his/her family where
appropriate, and to education authorities. However, directory information continues to
be available to the public unless the student notifies the Office of the Vice President for
Student Services no later than the end of the registration week of each semester or term
that all or part of the directory information is not to be released without prior consent.
Directory information includes the student’s name and the name of parent, guardian,
and/or spouse; dates of school attendance at HSU, campus and home address plus phone
number; educational agencies and institutions attended; classification (number of hours
completed); major field of study; marital status; date and place of birth; high school
attended; membership in student organization; church affiliation; height and weight for
athletic team members; and any degrees or awards received.

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01 AH Arkansas Hall is a two-story building that contains a 965-seat auditorium as well as a 162
-seat studio theatre, dance studio, HTV studio, classrooms and offices for the communication
and theatre arts department.

02 Art Annex houses art studios and labs for various art classes including ceramics and
photography.

03 Art Studio, a brick duplex, provides additional space for the art department and houses the
Jane Ross Photo Collection, a photography studio, a conference room, and a faculty studio.

04 Baptist Collegiate Ministries
05 Barkman House is a two-story transitional Greek-Gothic design that was constructed around
1860 and is listed in the National Register of Historic Places. Barkman House provides offices

for Development and Alumni Services.

06 Caddo Cafeteria houses the campus cafeteria which is open to students, employees, guests,
and the general public.

07 CAS Caplinger Airway Science Academic Center is a two-story classroom building which
houses the aviation department, mathematics and computer science department (mathematics is
located in Evans Hallmilitary science department, and the Testing Center.

08 Captain Henderson House Bed and Breakfast provides lodging and meeting space for
university and public use. The home was built in 1876 by the namesake of Henderson State
University and is listed in the National Register of Historic Places. The two-story mansion
exhibits both Queen Anne and neo-classical style.

09 Carpenter-Haygood Stadium, one of the best athletic fields in Arkansas, provides athletic
dressing rooms, a press box, and seating for 9,600 people.

10 The Centurium, located on the south lawn, was presented by the Student Government
Association and the student body during the 1990 Centennial Celebration.

11 Dunn Student Recreation Center, this new facility includes three basketball courts, an
elevated in-door walking track, a state-of-the-art weight room, a cardiovascular room, a
multipurpose room, an activities area, a bouldering wall, intramural sports and various other
wellness opportunities. The Student Government Association proposed funding of the facility
through a special student fee.
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12 East Hall is a three-story co-ed residence hall housing 174 residents.

13 EDC Education Center, a two-story structure, houses classrooms, faculty and administrative
offices, conference rooms, and the Child Service Center for Teachers College, Henderson. The
University Multimedia Learning Center is located on the first floor.

14 Edwards House houses the Educational Opportunity Center and the Educational Talent
Search .

15 EV Evans Hall is a two-story building that houses classrooms, computer laboratories, offices
for the mathematics and computer science department (computer science is located in
Caplinger) and computer and communication services.

16 HF Field House provides offices and team facilities for baseball, softball, tennis, cross country
and golf, and also provides locker rooms for visiting officials and teams.

17 FO Foster Hall, a three-story structure, provides classrooms and offices for Student Support
Disability Services, and the McNair Post Baccalaureate Achievement Program.

18 GC Garrison (Martin B.) Activity and Conference Center, the hub of university activities
and information, provides meeting space for university and other organizations. The center
houses The Oraclestudent newspaper, The Staryearbook, KSWH FM 99.9 radio station,
Reddie Café, Reddie Bookstore, campus Post Office and Central Stores, student lounge areas,
basketball and racquetball courts, a fitness room, computer lab, conference and meeting rooms,
and a lecture hall. Offices for Student Government Association; Student Activities Board;
University Intramurals; The Center for Student Success and Transition; The Center for Career
Development; and the Office of the Director of the Garrison Center are located in the center.

19 Horton House houses the Offices of University Police.

20 LIB Huie Library is a three-story structure that contains almost one-half million items and
which provides access to over 100 on-line databases to support teaching and research.

21 Huneycutt House provides office and lab space for the University of Arkansas Archeological
Survey Research Station located at Henderson State.

22 International Student Center is a three-story building that provides limited student housing
and houses the Office of International Programs.

23 Jane Ross House provides office, classroom, and library space for the Center for Language
Proficiency and the ESL Program.

24 MB McBrien Hall, a three-story structure, provides offices, classrooms, labs, and conference
rooms for English, foreign languages and philosophy; psychology; sociology; and social

sciences, and houses administrative offices for Ellis College of Arts and Sciences.

25 Meier House provides administrative offices for the TRIO Programs and houses Student
Support Services.

26 Missionary Baptist Student Fellowship
27 MO Mooney Hall provides classrooms, laboratories, and offices for the School of Business,
Small Business Development Center, Student Health Services, and the University Counseling

Center.

28 Newberry Hall is an eight-story residence hall housing 350 students.

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29 Newberry House, a two-story brick colonial design, used as the president’s home.

30 NB Nursing Building, this new 11,000 square-foot building provides classrooms, a computer
lab, skills labs, faculty offices, conference rooms, and a seminar room for the nursing
department.

Center.

32 Pedestrian Bridge provides safe passageway over Highway 7 (10th Street) to link the east and
west sides of campus.

33 Physical Plant contains the physical plant administrative offices and storage.

34 PR Proctor Hall provides laboratories, lecture and discussion rooms for the Department of
Family and Consumer Sciences.

35 RAC Reddie Athletic Center contains weight and training facilities for student athletes, and
offices and team facilities for the football program.

36 REY Reynolds (Donald W.) Science Center provides a planetarium, greenhouse,
laboratories, lecture halls, classrooms, and the offices for the physics department, biology
department, and chemistry department.

37 Ross Pool House provides additional classroom space for the Center for Language Proficiency
and the ESL Program.

38 RFA Russell Fine Arts Center is a two-story building that provides instructional, studio and
performance facilities, offices for the fine arts, and houses the Harwood Recital Hall and the
Russell Fine Arts Gallery.

39 Smith/Garner House houses the Henderson State University Foundation.
40 Smith Hall is an eight-story structure housing 350 residents.

41 ST Sturgis Hall (Roy and Christine): The Honors College is a three-story structure that
provides classrooms, laboratories, and offices and student housing for the Honors College.

42 WE Wells Building houses training rooms, campus gymnasium, swimming pool, classrooms
and offices for instruction in health, physical education, recreation, and athletic training and
houses the director of athletics administrative offices and team facilities for basketball,
swimming, and volleyball.

43 Wesley Foundation
44 West Hall is a three-story residence hall housing 174 students.

45 Whispering Oaks is a privatized apartment complex that provides efficiency, two-bedroom,
and four-bedroom apartments with a total housing capacity of 288 residents.

46 WO Womack Hall, a three-story structure, provides administrative offices for the president,
and Vice Presidents for Academic Affairs, Finance and Administration, Student Services, and
University and Community Relations. Also housed in Womack Hall are Offices of Diversity,
Graduate School, Registrar, Business, Purchasing, Human Resources, Financial Aid, Residence
Life, Computer and Communication Services, Institutional Research, Assessment, and Public
Relations.

Admission Criteria

Freshman Applicants:
Students must have an ACT Composite score of 17 and rank in the upper half of their
graduating class or have an ACT Composite score of 18.

Act 1290 of 1997 requires students graduating from high school in 1999 and after to
have completed the high school core curriculum with a grade point of 2.0 on a 4.0 scale
for unconditional admission. Students who fail to meet the requirements may be admit-
ted on a conditional basis. Students who receive a GED or are graduates of home
schooling or private high schools after May 12, 1999, must make a composite score of
19 on the American College Test (ACT) or the equivalent score on the SAT, ASSET in
order to be unconditionally admitted.

The Henderson State University Office of Academic Affairs and the Office of Uni-
versity Relations/Admissions are responsible for implementation of this policy. The
Office of University Relations/Admissions will inform incoming students of their ad-
mission status upon receipt of application materials. Transcripts of out-of-state high
school students will be evaluated by the Office of University Relations/Admissions for
meeting the core curriculum and required grade point.

Students admitted with the state conditional status will be required to complete 12
hours of the Henderson liberal arts core with a minimum 2.0 grade point average as any
required remedial courses within their first 30 semester hours attempted, excluding de-
velopmental courses. Failure to meet these conditions will result in dismissal from the
University.
